Directions to Monacacy Parking Area: 
From the North or West: Take I-70 to Frederick and go south on I-270. Take the first exit which is Exit 31B (Rt 85 South)  and go south toward Buckeystown. After about 9 miles Rt. 85 becomes Rt. 28. The Parking area is located on the left just after the Monocacy River Bridge. This is about 11 miles from I-270.

From the South or East: Take I-270 north to Rt. 109, Exit 22 and go south toward Poolesville/Sugarloaf. Follow Rt. 109 for about 9 miles (you will go through a turn in Barnesville) until you come to Rt. 28. Go right on Rt. 28 at the Beallsville intersection.  After 2.9 miles turn right on Rt, 95, Comus Road. Follow Rt. 28 about 2.2 miles to Dickerson. Continue on Rt. 28 for about about 2.9 miles and you will see the Monocacy River bridge. The parking lot is on the right just before the bridge.
